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Foreword

The architecture stamp duty is a financial instrument from the family of cultural stamps
in Romania, along with the literary, cinematographic, theatrical, musical, folkloric, fine
arts and entertainment stamp duties, managed by the respective creators’ organiza-
tions. Although this instrument is quite recent for the field of architecture, in place since
2000, the role it plays in supporting architects and stimulating the development of the
field of architecture has been constantly assumed by the organisations of the profes-
sion, starting with their very first instance, the Society of Romanian Architects, found-
ed on 26 February 1891. Since its first statement, the Society’s missions have included
socialisation and ideas exchange, the development of knowledge through conferences,
debates, lectures and study trips, exhibitions, rewarding architectural quality, support-
ing its members, and, finally, researching profession-related issues. More than 130 years
after this inaugural moment, the two organisations that represent it today, each on a
different level, the Romanian Order of Architects (ROA) and the Romanian Union of Ar-
chitects (RUA), manage the funds of the architecture stamp duty, carrying forward the
long-standing objectives of the field.

The programmes and projects supported by ROA through the architecture stamp
duty contribute to the fulfilment of the organisation’s missions as defined by law, namely,
to protect and promote the quality of architecture and urban planning, and to pursue
the competent and qualified practice of the architectural profession. The long-standing
objectives of the organisation, only briefly mentioned here, are complemented by the
objectives and imperatives of our society today, such as the search for solutions to the
climate and biodiversity crisis, social inequality, and the digitalisation of culture and of
human interaction.

In the spirit of its mission to ensure quality in architecture and urbanism, ROA
has adhered to the recently developed international systems of assessment and en-
couragement of a high-quality built environment, from the Davos System (High-Quality
Baukultur) to the New European Bauhaus and the Sustainable Development Goals. As
of this year, quality systems are indicated as references for the development of projects
proposed for funding from the architecture stamp duty, and their application is a priority
for the ROA.

The retrospective presented in this publication shows the important role that
stamp duty funding plays in the sphere of architecture, making possible projects, initia-
tives and actions that explore the role of architecture in society, test new ways of practis-
ing architecture and propose alternative career paths, and communicate to audiences
in different segments, from the professional to the institutional, from local to general
public, about the importance of questioning and redefining the role of the architect in
society. All these projects and initiatives form a valuable body of experience, knowledge,
and practice for the development of the architecture sector.

The architecture stamp duty expresses our commitment to society in support of
professional, equitable, inclusive, altruistic, and creative practice in the benefit of all.

Organizatia profesionald, arhitectii si publicul avizat si neavizat impart responsa-
bilitatea pentru un mediu construit de calitate. Spre deosebire de alte profesii libe-
rale, arhitectura modifica structural spatiile in care locuim, drumurile care ne stau la
dispozitie, si ne mediazd contactul cu lumea. Este fundamental ca acest instrument
de mediere sd fie in primul rand inteles, pentru ca impactul sdu sd fie recunoscut pe
scard largd.

Through the architecture stamp duty, the Romanian Order of Architects fulfils one of its
main missions: the promotion of architectural culture, the architects’ role in society, and
responsible development.

The professional organization, architects, and the public share the responsibility for
a high-quality environment. Unlike any other liberal profession, architecture structurally
modifies the spaces we live in, the directions that are available to us, and mediates our
contact with the world. It is fundamental that this mediation instrument be first under-
stood, so that its impact be widely recognised. Cultural, research, and editorial projects
are vehicles for the architects and the civil society to creatively use in communicating
with the public about the role of architecture.

The consequences of a public that is disconnected from architecture, and urban-
ism can be felt in every legislative, political and territorial corner.inlocuieste cu: Although
in Romania there is still a relationship between dwelling and nature, this overused con-
cept signifying alter (other), implying that people are outside any ecosystem, we still face
the danger of disconnection between the two, mainly because of the absent link be-
tween the immediate localised perspective and the global context. Many of the projects
financed through the architectural stamp duty heavily contribute to bridging this gap by
experimentally and concretely addressing the problems that spring in and from the con-
temporary Romanian society which could find solutions in architecture and urbanism.
For example, through summer schools, many of which teach endangered building skills,
architects and students have access to benign ways of modifying the environment to
suit our housing needs. Projects funded through the architecture stamp duty have the
capacity to build, while strengthening the relationship between architecture and soci-
ety, a critical discourse, both through the action characteristic of cultural projects and
through the editing of relevant texts.

Since 2007, the Romanian Order of Architects has been supporting initiatives, pro-
jects, programmes, publications, and events that promote architecture, cultural and built
heritage, sustainable development, the role of the architect in society, the history and
theory of architecture as added value for society, thus strengthening the culture of the
environment. The Romanian Order of Architects thus exercises its mission to convey to
society that architecture is, first and foremost, an act of culture of public interest, with
urban, economic, social, and ecological implications.

Between 2019-2022, 278 cultural and editorial projects were supported through the archi-
tecture stamp duty, in different categories: architecture annuals of the Order’s branches, trav-
elling exhibitions, cultural projects of the relevant organisations, summer schools, architecture
annuals, priority projects, research projects, magazines and books, which contributed to:

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De-a arhitectura (Eng. Playing Architecture) is a multidimensional pro-
ject aimed at familiarising children and young people with the field of
architecture. After more than ten years of work, the program'’s learning
principles have been included as an optional elementary school activ-
ity, where children can interact with the mechanisms of architecture in
a structured manner during the school year. De-a arhitectura also in-
cludes programmes for high school students.

The association also generates workshops on environmental
awareness for various ages, led by questions about the building mate-
rials, local specificities, discoveries of hidden places and direct interac-
tion with the city and its specific types of spaces.

De-a arhitectura operates nationwide with the help of volunteer
professionals who are committed to the architectural education of new
generations, out of the belief that architecture is a fundamental disci-
pline for understanding the world and for preserving a coherent identity
of the built environment.

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Timisoara Architecture Biennial, a project of the Timis Branch, has be-
came a priority project of the OAR in the context of Timisoara 2023 - Eu-
ropean Capital of Culture. Funded every year since 2016, the Timisoara
Architecture Biennial is at its fourth edition. Every year, it addresses
important themes for professional practice and the built environment:
architectural education, collective housing, responsibility towards soci-
ety, the environment, culture and economy, and in 2022 it spoke loud and
clear about the City as a Common Good. BETA concludes that, in order
to properly take part in urban life, knowledge and involvement are need-
ed, soit offers guided tours, film screenings, exhibitions, public consulta-
tions, conferences and more, all designed to generate more closeness
between residents and the city, along with initiatives to regenerate and
safeguard the built heritage in the broadest sense.

The flagship exhibition, Enough is Enough, which later travelled to
Belgrade, brought dozens of examples of good practice responding to
the climate crisis. The fourth edition in 2022, The City - A Common Good,
experimented with getting out of Timisoara’s public space through a 22
km exhibition trail that connected 11 neighbourhoods.

The exhibition Another Breach in the Wall starts from the premise
that laws, rules, and codes (moral, conduct etc.) are the invisible walls
that organize our daily lives; the exhibition presented interventions
aimed at opening breaches through these new and unexpected walls.
Throughout 2019-2022, the project team prepared and developed the
Living Spaces Programme, the continuation of the Look at the City pro-
gramme, the contribution of OAR Timis to the Timisoara 2023 Cultural
Programme, culminating in the year of celebration of the title of Cultural
Capital with the project Tree Nursery. 1306 plants for Timisoara.

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The Rural Work Group of the Romanian Order of Architects is one of the
organisation’s responses to several problems of architectural practice.
Context is one of the most important vectors of architectural design, but
often there are too few resources for understanding it. That is why one
of the projects of the Rural Work Group was the creation of Architectural
Guidelines for the Local Context of the Rural Environment - a collection
of information curated by specialists for each region in Romania, with
the aim of serving as a guide for both public and private projects. A com-
plementary project is the Map of Construction Craftspeople, dedicated
to both professionals and the general public. The map is an indexing tool
for craftspeople in Romania, designed to facilitate their connections
with architects and beneficiaries.

The two tools aim to provide answers to the questions “How do
we build?” and “Who do we build with?” in a context where much of the
local building knowledge is disappearing. Now, the two projects serve
as a consultation point in the building or restoration process and have
the potential to become mandatory resources for projects developed
in rural areas.

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dation have been joining forces for the annual Street Delivery event.
Under the motto “Close the street for cars and open it for people”, for
three days almost every year, the Pictor Arthur VVerona street is dedicat-
ed entirely to pedestrians, imagining a capital designed for people. In the
last four years, Street Delivery has also grown in other parts of the city,
with branches in Ciresarii and Cismigiu parks and even on the Dambo-
vita River, where it raised the issues of the river as a public space, the
relationship of pedestrians with Splaiul Unirii, and the connection of the
two banks. The activities are very diverse: architecture, urban planning,
art, music, film, performance, ecology etc.

Cultural events raise issues related to the public space and the
relationship the city’s inhabitants either have or don’t with it, and they
create relationships between important actors of the city (from craft-
speople to cultural and civic associations, to public authorities, to resi-
dents and artists). The event is an opportunity for social cohesion in a
short time that challenges both civil society and public administration
to partnership.

In the last four years, Street Delivery has had themes such as Poet-
ry is in the Street!, in the UAUIM and Carturesti areas; Re:Solutions, dur-
ing the pandemic, in the form of an online puzzle and film projections on
the blank outer walls of building blocks; Leapsa! which has happened all
over Bucharest with community-focused events; and Démbovita Deliv-
ery!'in 2022, which showed a possible face of Bucharest, if the Ddmbo-
vita river was brought into urban life. Also in 2022, the groundwork was
laid for the event's return on Pictor Arthur Verona Street with the aim of
bringing development possibilities for the Magheru Boulevard to the at-
tention of Bucharesters.

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This project re-activates the pop-culture memory of Bucharest. The
Sound Archive puts forth pop-culture reflected in music by following the
latter’s responses to the array of cultural and socio-political contexts,
highlighting the musical pieces that focus on the city, urbanity, construc-
tion, urban dynamics, dwelling, and referential urban spaces and struc-
tures. From the pop music of the ‘60s and ‘70s which reflects the trans-
formations and modernisations of the city in a new era (Trio Grigoriu
with ,,Cranes”; Gicd Petrescu & Trio Grigoriu with ,,Grant Bridge”, Simona
Cassian & Trio Grigoriu with ,Who knows where the city centre is in Bu-
charest?” etc.), to the music of the ‘90s - especially hip-hop - observing
the dynamics and problems of a transitioning city, the pop culture has
always had an important vision on the urban space.

The project included a series of public meetings and several inter-
views with artists and specialists in local music and pop culture on the
topics mentioned above. These outputs were made available to the pub-
lic in the form of 8 podcasts hosted and distributed on two very impor-
tant platforms, Spotify and YouTube.

Each meeting included an analysis of central elements that shaped
the music about Bucharest and the relationship of artists to urban mo-
tifs, focusing on the urban space of a constantly changing Bucharest,
artistic forms and the relationship with social and historical changes.

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The Bunesti Architecture Summer School is a form of alternative educa-
tion, combining workshops in architecture, painting, sculpture, and music
with lectures in humanities, focusing on a list of fundamental readings.

Teachers and students build their campus in the form of a
school-construction site, a collection of 1:1 study models, each dedicat-
ed to a natural building material: earth, brick, stone, and wood.

Through such initiatives, students have both immediate contact
with the material and an informal setting in which to interact with archi-
tects, artists, and restorers, complementing the knowledge they have
formally acquired in university.

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the desire to inventory the local heritage as much as possible, given the
context of the planned construction of Pitesti-Sibiu highway which will
cross the river valley and the neighbouring villages, with yet unknown
effects on the riverbed, the natural and architectural heritage, and the
life of the locals.

The project consisted in three main phases. Two were carried out in
the field, namely mapping the valley and surveying the houses, and the
last consisted of documenting, organising and processing the informa-
tion resulting in a printed album. After a first stage of general mapping of
the areaq, in which a database of information and photographs of the val-
ley was gathered, fourteen households were chosen to be more closely
documented and surveyed. In carrying out the surveys, the organisers
included a two-week workshop with the help of 27 student volunteers.
The photographs were taken by arch. Andrei Mdrgulescu and the 360°
photographs of the households, which could be viewed with 3D glasses,
by Konrad Mihat.

The research brought together a group consisting of a historian
(arch. Irina Calotd), a sociologist (Andreea Ogrezeanu), a landscape
designer (Nicolas Triboi), an illustrator (Irina Mateescu), and the team'’s
architects to understand and present, as comprehensively as possible,
the atmosphere and stories of the valley.

The project - its approach, activities, and findings - was presented
in June 2022, during two public events, held at the Village Museum in
Golesti and at Mincu House in Bucharest.

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After a series of controversies related to the frequency of buildings
demolitions in historic areas, the Heritage Working Group was organ-
ised within the Bucharest branch of the Romanian Order of Architects.
According to a publicly financed simple survey, in 2020, most of the
buildings demolished since the 1990s from protected areas were in Bu-
charest.

Starting with an open letter to the City Hall, signed by over 170 her-
itage specialists in Bucharest and over 3000 online signatories, GLP
then created the 112 Heritage platform to support swift interventions in
the eventuality of aggressions on the built heritage of Bucharest. To this
end, the 112 Patrimoniu platform is constituted in its current form as:

. Efficient complaints mechanism for the citizens of Bucharest;

. Quickly informing the responsible institutions (State Building In-
spectorate, Bucharest City Hall; Bucharest Culture Department, Build-
ing Discipline, Sector City Halls, Sector Police, Environmental Guard, The
National Heritage Institute) about situations that present illegalities in
approval or execution;

. Answers to frequently asked questions about heritage;

. Database for historical studies and surveys;

. Updated statistics on reported interventions.

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The project “Hipodrom Brdila” was initiated early in 2020 by a team of
architects, artists, landscape architects, and local sociologists with the
aim of enhancing its urban and cultural heritage. Together with the au-
thorities and residents, the project lays the foundations for a strategy to
revive public space based on community needs and local history.

The construction of the Hipodrom neighbourhood in Brdila started
in 1965, under the coordination of an interdisciplinary team of architects
and local artists. In a period marked by patterns and mass production,
the team chose expressive ways of using concrete and mosaic on a
large scale, making the Hipodrom a (lesser-known) example of good Ro-
manian socialist architecture. The district has deteriorated over time,
but much of its built substance has remained intact over the last 50
years. Moreover, the vegetation has developed almost uncontrollably,
turning the neighbourhood into one of the greenest in the city.

Based on this data, the organisers developed a project with two
main components. The first is research, along three main lines - archi-
tecture, landscape, and the experience of citizens throughout the life of
the neighbourhood. The second is an active one, using this data in urban
regeneration activities.

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Govora Baths (Baile Govora) is a thermal resort with a strong identity. It
still has its Thermal Park and numerous historical buildings relevant for
its historical evolution. To reconnect the local community and visitors to
the surrounding built heritage and set off efforts of conservation and
safeguarding, Studiogovora has been organising Spa Architecture Days
in Govora since 2020. The event consists of a series of activities dedi-
cated to thermal heritage and the recent safeguarding initiatives.

Furthermore, Studiogovora also published a best practice guide, as
part of a wider process of research into urban history and morphology,
understanding the mechanism of urban formation, mapping and analy-
sis. This process focuses both on the existing built stock and its poten-
tial. Bdile Govora was founded in 1887 out of the desire to benefit from
spa resorts like those in Western Europe on the territory of the young
Kingdom of Romania. Romanian society’s attachment to French cul-
ture led to the creation of Bdile Govora on the model of the garden-city
adopted by French spas such as Vittel, Vichy, Evian and Aix-les-Bains.
The study undertaken by Studiogovora is not only about archiving local
architecture, but also about identifying opportunities through which the
urban space could regain its vitality and attractiveness for both visitors
and residents.

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Originally underdeveloped, fragmented, privatised, and underfunded,
urban public and community infrastructure has been in steady decline
over the past decades. In the absence of programmes and spaces de-
signed to bring communities together in the large neighbourhoods of
apartment blocks, residents have stepped in and filled this void through
informal practices. Paradoxically, it is precisely this failure of public plan-
ning and policy that has provided an opportunity for the development of
a neighbourhood ‘social infrastructure’ through user participation and
contribution.

In this context, open since 2020 on the ground floor of a block in
the Loop in Drumul Taberei, in a former garage, haberdashery, tailor's
shop, OPEN Garage aims to be a research and community activation
laboratory. Joining the local practices of residents who transform their
garages according to their needs into commercial, service, meeting,
workshop or relaxation spaces, OPEN Garage is an “extra room” for res-
idents, researchers in action, artists, educators or students. The project
space has adapted to local dynamics and has hosted everything from a
community library to applied education workshops, environmental and
civic pedagogy, or exhibitions dedicated to the memory of the neigh-
bourhood. Thus, the OPEN Garage is a research-based proposal for a
community infrastructure, located in the context of an apartment block
neighbourhood.

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The eematico Association won the Civil Society Gala Award 2021 with
the project Architecture Kit. Aiming to build levers for architectural ed-
ucation from young age, eematico distills the knowledge architects
acquire over long years of study into a creative kitgame-puzzle that is
accessible for both team and individual work.

The architecture kit is a continuation of the project funded in 2021.
The aim of the association is to turn architecture into an everyday sub-
ject for children, so the propagation was made following a call for teach-
ers interested in learning the subject by working in seven schools. The kit
was initially dedicated to children in grades I-VIII, but the aim is to adapt
it for kindergarten ages as well. The kits have been re-used at least three
times, reaching over 700 children.

The eematico approach undelines the importance of systemic and
mathematical thinking acquired through architectural and urban plan-
ning studies and nurtures it, recognising its fundamental usefulness in
education.

Carp Mansion in Tibdnesti, lasi, which was confiscated in 1949 and re-
turned to the owner as a ruin.

Recovering the property builds on creative recycling and functional
changes from dwelling to study centre for traditional trades and archi-
tecture.

A school for metalwork dedicated to the dwellers of Tibdnesti (lasi)
free of charge coexists with a series of workshops on traditional crafts
and experimental techniques under the name ,Forging at the Mansion!”
- they are all associated with the Carp Mansion together with all the ob-
jects created here. The three branches create an educational substrate
for necessary interactions in the contemporary climate.

The project transcends its summer school purpose by offering pro-
fessional education locally and internationally in collaboration with Les
Compagnons du Devoir.

The team coordinated by architects Serban Sturdza and Alexandra
Mihailciuc seek to offer leads for the use of historical monuments, their
reintegration into the community, context, possible public policies for
heritage, creating stable economic circuits, educating new generations
or the discourse on craft. Although the project focuses on keeping tradi-
tional crafts alive, it is not built on nostalgia, but on the hope that coming
back to building techniques in accordance with nature will build a more
sustainable future; at the same time, the school investigates experimen-
tal techniques in the spirit of creative traditions.

The building, the workshop, and the objects are imprinted by gener-
ations of people who discover, along with the team, that the true scope
of the project is not restoring the mansion, but the community.

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This cultural project with a research component had two major themes,
treated in detail by two separate teams: the Civic Engagement Map and
the Library Map are the two research products of the Civic-Public Bu-
charest project.

Map of Civic Engagement in Bucharest

By the end of 2021, almost 28 civic groups initiated in 2009-2010, fol-
lowing the community organising program developed by CeRe, were
already active in Bucharest. Civic groups in Bucharest are platforms for
urban grassroots activism with aims such as protecting green spaces,
urban rehabilitation, extending public transport lines, stopping illegal
constructions, clean air, playgrounds, and much more. For over 10 years,
hundreds of residents from different communities have come together
and discovered that together, with rigorous documentation, persistence,
and resilience, they can change the annoying little things that cause dai-
ly stress. The research started from the hypothesis that civic groups in
Bucharest are an important and relevant actor who appear in the public
space when no one else does.

Map of Neighbourhood Libraries of Bucharest

Over the last 30 years the accessibility of public libraries has been af-
fected by chronic underfunding, unsuitable spaces, the pandemic, but
also the lack of a program to build specific spaces, the cancellation of al-
ternative programs, and the constant loss of spaces. However, through
the care and solidarity of librarians and users, neighbourhood libraries
remain important places, especially in peripheral communities, where
underfunding of cultural and community infrastructure is keenly felt.

In this context, the Map of Neighbourhood Libraries of Bucharest
(MNLB) aimed to map the potential of public libraries to function as com-
munity centres. Using concrete examples of good practice found in Bu-
charest library branches, the HBC illustrates the impact of the library on
quality of life, its contribution to maintaining social equity, and to the cohe-
sion of urban communities. Thus, through the contribution and participa-
tion of local users, the public library can become a community space built
around the production and exchange of socialised knowledge.

Romania’s first inclusive design guide started from the stories of
the less visible, the “unwanted,” the “unpredictable,” the “differ-
ent,” for whom the built environment can become a daily string
of closed doors or an obstacle race. The guide is not a list of ac-
cessibility solutions, sizes, or finishes, but a collective manifesto
to remind fellow professionals of the responsibility they bear. It
is an invitation to dialogue and a reiteration of the long-term im-
portance of inclusive design for the development of an equitable
society. For me, for you and for the community at large. It is a call
for change, empathy, and creativity.

Why? Because no matter what category one thinks they be-
long to now, their needs and abilities will inevitably change over
time. One can always be the “uninvited” at the table of the built
environment development debate. The subject is about all of us.

(locuitor) - nzidit (virtute) aduce in fata cititorului creatori diversi:
Brdncoveanu, Bernea sau Brdncusi care talcuiesc sensul si ros-
tul caselor, al materiei, al unor volumetrii si ne vorbesc despre
darzenie, simplitate si curiozitate.

The Book of Houses, a continuation of the editorial project “The
Great Small World,” is a well-thought-out collection of the hous-
ing models that have grown roots (the hut, the mansion, the pal-
ace, the peasant house, etc.) but also of the most unexpected
ways of living from all times in the Romanian cultural space.

In the 12 stories, built on two levels of understanding, the
real and the imaginary, there are hidden travel suggestions and
ant-phrases written in small letters, which enrich the thread of
the story and bring little curls of wisdom for those thirsty for
knowledge.

The triad that runs through the whole book: wall (house) -
builder (inhabitant) - ingrained (virtue) brings before the reader
various creators: Brancoveanu, Bernea or Brancugi who explain
the meaning and purpose of houses, of matter, of volumes, and
speak to us of hardiness, simplicity, and curiosity.

At Work at Home is an attempt to answer the questions we all
have about living, working, and the relationship between them
in the wake of the pandemic. A close look at the architecture
of artists’ and writers’ houses of the last 150-200 years lays
before us hybrid houses, studio-house-workshops, where the
owners led whole lives before any of their work stepped out-
side the walls. lon Creanga’s hut - house with a porch; Theo-
dor Aman’s house - ancient planimetry with atrium; the two
workshops in the Cutescu - Stork house;, Admiral Urseanu’s
house - astronomical observatory; and many others unravel
the layers petrified in school about authors and artists and
help us get closer to them by getting to know their houses
first: experimental plans, unexpected architectural referenc-
es, and local stylistic elements.

Aldturi de proiecte si eseuri vizuale, cartea cuprinde si in-
terviuri cu arhitecti care au facut parte, ca studenti sau practi-
canti, din ultimul deceniu al perioadei comuniste.

Paper architecture is another name for unbuilt architecture: this
book brings the experimental projects designed in the ex-Social-
ist Block to light and places them in context in a generous and
well-documented volume. The book comprises mostly works from
the past ten years of communism, when architects would create
aligning their projects to the international postmodern current,
most probably being aware that they would never get built. Never-
theless, in this context, designing becomes a critical act.

Next to drawings of projects and visual essays, the book also
comprises interviews with architects who have been, profession-
ally or educationally, part of the last decade of communism.

Transsylvania Nostra is a quarterly journal in the field of built
heritage rehabilitation. The journal has been published since
2007 by Transsylvania Nostra Foundation. Due to the apprecia-
tion received from international specialists, the magazine con-
tinues with the presentation of each article in Romanian or Hun-
garian (depending on the author of each article) and its English
translation. This aspect awards it an international character, it
being the only multilingual magazine in the field of built heritage
rehabilitation in Romania.

Restoration Books includes a series of scientific articles dedicated
to the conservation and restoration of cultural heritage, collections
of methodologies, rules, and ethical principles and, at the same
time, testimonies of the practical experiences of researchers and
specialists: restorers, architects, urban planners, chemists, physi-
cists, art historians, biologists, petrographers, engineers etc.

The magazine has been published annually since 2012 by
ACS, the Art Conservation Support Association, to contribute to
the prevention of aggressive interventions on cultural heritage
components due to lack of information, providing information on
restoration, conservation, safeguarding etc.

Restoration Books in figures (first 11 issues): almost 200 spe-
cialists (authors of articles), over 200 articles, over 3000 pages.

Zeppelin, a bilingual Romanian-English publication on the cusp
between book and magazine, is published quarterly in print and
continuously online. Architectural criticism is complemented
by built projects and reflections on urban phenomena, like an
airship that allows an overview of settlements. Zeppelin print is
structuredin two parts, dossier and zoom; the first is a collection
of projects, texts, and photographs on a theme relevant to the
profession, and the second, a link between readers and archi-
tectural practice.

e-zeppelin is in tandem with the permanent flow of changes
in practice, but also an online archive of contemporary Romani-
an and regional architecture.

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Scholarships for Students Who Participate
in Summer Schools

The Romanian Order of Architects encourages architecture
students to participate in summer schools. These complement
the knowledge acquired during the years of university study and
practice and are often oriented towards working with construc-
tion materials and the community component of architecture.
Through summer schools, students can build a different rela-
tionship to architecture, restoration, and related fields, having
access to interactions unmediated institutionally. During sum-
mer schools, professionals, experts, craftspeople, architects,
and students can transfer knowledge in informal settings that
facilitate practical exercises and bring a different experience of
the (re)building process.

The scholarships started in 2019, with 29 scholarships, 500
lei each, and in 2020 the amount increased to 50 scholarships
of 800 lei each. In an attempt to meet the growing demand, the
number of scholarships has been increasing year. Eligibility re-
quirements include being a student of an architecture faculty
and having fulfilled reporting obligations from previous years.

After receiving the scholarship and participating in the
summer schools, students hand in a short report reviewing their
experiences - partly written, partly illustrated - which also allows
for the creation of a collection of relevant information about the
activities carried out during the schools or workshops. Based on
these materials a booklet is produced annually to familiarise the
public with the summer schools.
